Drawing Requirements


Drawings shall be limited in size to 24 by 36 inches maximum. Non legible plans will NOT be accepted. Preferred scale: ¼ inch per foot for structural and architectural; 1 inch = 20 feet for site plans.


PLANS MUST BE CLEAR AND LEGIBLE





Plans must be wet signed by plan preparer on each page. Architects/Engineers must affix their seal and wet sign all appropriate sheets of plans (cover sheet of supporting documents to be stamped and wet signed). 





(2) Two Complete sets of the Following, when required, stamped and signed by a licensed CA Architect or Engineer:


Wall bracing design calculations in accordance with California Residential Code R602.10, when applicable


Structural engineering calculations


Concrete slab design mix


Truss calculations


Energy calculations signed by designer and/or owner


HVAC duct design per Manual designer and/or owner


Sprinkler System Plan Manual designer


One (1) Assessor’s Floor Plan
