Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Stafford.

Roll call of Councilmembers present: Brian Wilson, Joseph Franco, Brian Moore, Mendy Schuster and Mayor
Kevin Stafford.

1 APPROVAL OF AGENDA:
Mr. Wilson requested that the order of business be revised to consider Item 12A and 12B at the beginning
of the meeting, and to consider Item 9G after Item 12C.

Motion by Councilmember Moore, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve the agenda with the
revisions to order of business; motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Franco, Moore and
Stafford.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve the Consent Calendar;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Schuster, Moore, Wilson and Stafford.

12A/12B Consider Resolution No. 19-5720 approving and authorizing a Sales and Transactions
Use Tax of 1 percent to be used for Public Safety Services
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Consider Ordinance 19-1018 imposing a Transactions and Use Tax of 1 percent to be used for Public
Safety subject to approval of a 2/3 majority of the Electors voting on the Tax Measure at the election
held March 3, 2010 Ms. Ryan reviewed the timeline and direction from City Council directing that a special
sales tax measure be placed on the ballot for the March 2020 election. The resolution presented for
consideration called for and gives notice of the election to elect councilmembers as well as puts the question
to the voters regarding the implementation of a one percent sales tax for public safety. The ordinance as
drafted has incorporated comments and input from the Fire and Police Chiefs, and has been circulated to
allow any other suggestions, corrections or concerns from the City Council and members of the public. Once
the ordinance language is approved and introduced, it will be the final language that is going to be put to
vote at the election in March. The deadline for introduction is October 24, 2019.

There was an extensive discussion regarding the verbiage for the ordinance, including specifying the
number of new positions that may be created in the Police Department, the inclusion of Code Enforcement
as a public safety function, the possibility of a sunset clause, the ratio split of 60/40 between Police and Fire,
the establishment of a budget starting point and ensuring transparency while remaining flexible with the
commitment to increase staffing.

Gary Felt commented that passing the tax would be a hard sell for the community, and he suggested a
phased approach of increasing staffing and services.

Councilmember Schuster proposed the creation of an oversight committee to provide accountability to the
public regarding the way the added revenue is spent.

David Teeter commended the City Council for taking on such a difficult problem.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Wilson, to approve Resolution No. 19-5720;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Wilson, Moore, Schuster and Stafford.

Moation by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Wilson, to waive the first reading and
introduce Ordinance No. 19-1018; motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Wilson, Moore, Schuster and
Stafford.

Ms. Ryan indicated that she would make the corrections as discussed and circulate the final draft of the
ordinance to both Chiefs, the Finance Manager, and provide a blind copy to the City Council to ensure that
the document reflects the changes as discussed.

Mayor Stafford exited the meeting at 8:14 p.m. and Mayor pro tem Franco assumed the chair.

7 PUBLIC HEARINGS:
7A Consider Ordinance No. 19-1017 regulating Medical and Adult Use Cannabis Activities:

Waive the first reading and introduce Ms. Ryan explained that the City has had an urgency ordinance in
place since November 2017 to prohibit cannabis activities within the City limits, to the extent allowable by
State law. The final ordinance provides clarification between medical and adult use cannabis, is not
significantly different from the urgency ordinance, and it was reviewed by the Planning Commission
following the public hearing requirements at the October 15" meeting.

At 8:20 p.m. Mayor pro tem Franco opened the public hearing and requested comments from the public.

Don Kirkpatrick spoke in favor of allowing cannabis, and discussed the benefit to the City of the added
revenue.
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Russell Bates supported Mr. Kirkpatrick's statements. He noted that the city just spent an hour discussing
the financial situation facing the public safety departments, and it does not make sense to turn away
businesses that are asking to come to the City.

David Teeter discussed the approach that the County is taking regarding the regulation of cannabis and
the new approach to economic development that is going to be required if the City expects to pull out of
the financial crisis that it is facing.

Gary Felt stated that a lot of people do not like or support the use of cannabis, but the State has voted to
make it legal for recreational use as well as medical. It is an opportunity for the City to embrace it, have an
ordinance in place that regulates and allows it, and set up rules so that the additional revenue can be used
by the City, and not taken to Reno.

Russell Bates commented that Susanville is a conservative community, but it is also a community of
entrepreneurs. The cannabis industry brings more than just a dispensary to the community, but it has
manufacturing, security needs, the production of oils, and it is important to recognize that the business is
there, and will go somewhere, and the City is in need of jobs and industry.

Melanie Westbrook stated that she is not a marijuana user, however it is important to have another
revenue source, and a lot of people use CBD oils including massage therapists, the elderly, and allowing
cannabis is going to provide an additional revenue source that the City cannot afford to turn away.

Mayor pro tem Franco asked Chief Jones to comment.

Chief Jones stated that there is no arguing that marijuana is a gateway drug, and he is against allowing any
kind of marijuana in the community, and that it will not solve the City's money problems.

There being no further comments, Mayor pro tem Franco closed the public hearing at 8:45 p.m.
Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster to waive the first reading and
introduce Ordinance No. 19-1017; motion carried. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Moore and Franco. Absent:

Stafford.

8 COUNCIL DISCUSSION/ANNOUNCEMENTS: Commission/Committee reports: No business.

9 NEW BUSINESS:

9A Consider approval of vendor warrants numbered 205075 through 205200 for a total of
$1,054,615.51 including $310,713.82 in payroll warrants Consideration of the vendor warrant report
was tabled until the November 6, 2019 meeting due to the recusal of Councilmember Schuster and
Councilmember Moore.

9B/9C Consider Resolution No. 19-5721 adopting regulations for Candidates for Elective Office
pertaining to Candidates Statements submitted to the Voters at an election to be held on Tuesday
March 3, 2020 and Consider Resolution No. 19-5722 requesting the Board of Supervisors of the
County of Lassen to consolidate a General Municipal Election with a Statewide Primary Election to
be held on Tuesday, March 3, 2020 Ms. MacDonald reported that the City has a general municipal election
scheduled for Tuesday, March 3, 2020 in which three Councilmembers will be elected to a four-year term
of office ending March 2024. The process requires a resolution to request consolidation of the election with
Lassen County and a resolution adopting regulations for candidate statements on the ballot. The
nomination period for candidates is November 11 through December 6, 2019. In the event one of the
incumbents does not run for office the Elections Code provides for a five-day extension of the nomination
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period to December 11, 2019. Ms. MacDonald noted that the terms of office for Councilmembers elected
to a four-year term to expire June 2020 had been modified per Resolution No. 19-5721 to end in March
2020.

Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5721
and 19-5722; motion carried. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

9D Consider Resolution No. 19-5725 authorizing submittal of Regional Water Management
Group Proposition 1 Implementation Grant Application Mr. McCourt explained that as the lead agency
for the Regional Water Management (RWMG) group, it is necessary for the City Council to authorize the
submittal of an application for Prop 84 funding. The RWMG has selected a dam restoration project to be
managed by Lassen Irrigation Company. The available funding is up to $1.1 million, and the application will
be prepared by Lassen Irrigation Company, with a filing deadline of October 21, 2019.

There were no questions or comments.

Motion by Councilmember Schuster, second by Councilmember Wilson, to approve Resolution No. 19-5725;
motion carried. Ayes: Schuster, Wilson, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

9E Consider Resolution No. 19-5726 authorizing the creation of a Full-Time/Interim Grant-
Funded Youth Services Officer Chief Jones reported that the Lassen County Sheriff's Office was successful
in obtaining full funding for a federal grant (Byrne-JAG) to fund the Lassen County Prevention and Education
Program. This grant will fund a part-time Youth Services Officer position for the City, and this individual
would work with the full time Lassen County YSO in the implementation of Life Skills, Safe Date and Green
Dot curriculum in High Schools and Middle schools throughout Lassen County. The program was very
successful in the past, and the position would provide one hundred percent funding for three years at a
full-time benefitted rate. The Sheriff's office is the receiver and administrator of the grant, and would
reimburse the City for the position.

Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5726;
motion carried. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

9F Consider Resolution No. 19-5727 approving cash transfer to Golf Course and Airport
Enterprise Funds for Fiscal Year 2018-2019 Ms. Savage reported that the audit process required to close
the City's books for the 2018/2019 fiscal year, in accordance with City policy, specifies that a transfer be
made to the golf course and airport funds to cover any negative cash balance. The golf course has a cash
balance of -$14,681 and the airport a negative cash balance of -$5,991. Ms. Savage explained the difference
between booking purchases to the income financial statements versus the balance sheet.

Motion by Councilmember Schuster, second by Councilmember Wilson, to approve Resolution No. 19-5727;
motion carried. Ayes: Schuster, Wilson, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

9G Consider approval of State Transportation Improvement Program (STIF) Project Report to be
provided to the Lassen County Transportation Commission ~ Moved for consideration after Item 12C.

9H Consider updated language pertaining to Susanville Municipal Code Section 3.16.050 Ms.
Ryan explained that in the process of drafting the ordinance to propose the special tax measure, it was
determined that there is an ambiguous section in the Susanville Municipal Code which makes it appear as
if the City may have an existing .95 percent local sales tax. The City's Finance Manager has indicated that
Section 3.16.050 as implemented by Ordinance 91-749 may have been memorializing a tax sharing MOU
between the City and County. Ms. Ryan requested input and direction from the City Council on what the
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priority would be in interpretation of this section: as memorializing the "Memorandum of Understanding
Between the County of Lassen and the City of Susanville” or does the Council want to treat section 3.16.050
as a local sales tax of .95% and have the California Department of Tax and Fee Administration collect and
administer the tax. Ms. Ryan added that it is her opinion that the intention of this section of the municipal
code was probably not to impose a tax, however she would not be doing her job as the City’s attorney if
she did not question this section of the Code as being enforceable.

Councilmember Wilson asked if specific action should be taken to clarify the existing language.

Ms. Ryan said the discussion was sufficient to ensure that the Council's intention is documented and clarified
for the purposes of future interpretations.

Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster to not challenge the interpretation
of Section 3.16.050 of the Susanville Municipal Code as a new tax; motion carried. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster,
Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

91 Consider Resolution No. 19-5728 updating Authorized Signers for the Community
Development Block Grant Riverside Park Rehabilitation Project Ms. Savage explained that the CDBG
Grant for the rehabilitation of Riverside Park is finishing up, and it is necessary to update the list of
authorized signatories for purposes of drawing down activity funds. Staff is proposing to authorize the City
Administrator, Assistant to the City Administrator, or Finance Manager to request fund allocations or submit
other reporting forms as needed.

Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5728;
motion carried. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

12C  Southeast Gateway Design report Mr. Gibbs explained that the Southeast Gateway Project is in
the design phase and the consultant is requesting feedback regarding various design components. Once
approved by Council, the monument sign and other design elements will be presented to the public through
social media to solicit feedback. Mr. Gibbs presented a power point reviewing the proposed design
elements. There was general discussion regarding the material proposed for the features, and the request
to include an education representation with respect to Lassen College, and to represent the outdoor
recreation opportunities of the area.

Motion by Councilmember Schuster, second by Councilmember Wilson, to accept the design report; motion
carried. Ayes: Schuster, Wilson, Moore and Franco. Absent: Stafford.

9G Consider approval of State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) Project Report to
be provided to the Lassen County Transportation Commission Mr. Newton reported that the City has
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been successful in delivering several STIP-funded street rehabilitation projects over the past ten years. The
Lassen County Transportation Commission (LCTC) is the regional transportation planning agency for
Susanville and Lassen County, and they are currently developing the Regional Transportation Improvement
Program. The City is being asked to provide a list of projects for potential funding, however there is not
enough funding projected in the upcoming cycle to accommodate all the City and County requests. Staff's
recommendation is to request funds for the construction of Susanville Rehab FD and the Southeast Gateway
projects. Staff is also proposing to move funds that are already programmed for the Riverside Drive Trail
Project between the design and right of way components.

Mr. Newton referred to the project descriptions and limits of work for the three projects, and consideration
for potential upcoming projects to request future funding. These include the Dave Anderson Drive
extension; Johnstonville/Center Road Rehabilitation; the Town Hill barrier wall; Johnstonville Road to Main
Street and various rehab projects. Mr. Newton explained that for the three projects that currently have
funding, a decision to not proceed with project completion would most likely result in the requirement to
repay the funds that have already been expended.

There was a lengthy general discussion regarding the STIP funding process, the number of competitive
projects and the obligation to complete projects that the LCTC commits to. It was the consensus of the
Council to bring the item back at the November 6, 2019 for further discussion.

13 CITY ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORTS:

13A  Annual Leaf Collection Program Mr. Newton provided a report regarding the Annual Leaf
Collection Program scheduled for October 28 to December 12, 2019. City Public Works Staff will pick up
bagged leaves for citizens that may be handicapped and/or elderly that are unable to drop off their leaves
at the designated locations. Staff is urging residents to be mindful that bagging items that are not leaves
or green waste is prohibited, and presents a security risk for CCC.

There was a discussion regarding the language to hire additional personnel within the City and balancing
the need for accountability and transparency while ensuring that the City was not promising increased
services that may not be met, based upon the reality that CalPers could arbitrarily increase the costs for its
unfunded liability.

Councilmember Schuster provided clarifying language suggestions to sections 3.16.050 and 3.16.060 as well
as noting various typographical corrections. There was a general discussion regarding the challenge of
passing the Measure.

At 10:12 a.m. the Mayor called for a brief recess; Ms. Ryan exited the chambers to make final corrections to
the document.

At 10:22 p.m., Ms. Ryan returned to the Chambers and the meeting was resumed. The final documents were
reviewed and it was the consensus of the Council that the documents accurately reflected the corrections
that were made and approved at the October 16, 2019 regular meeting.

Mr. Wilson reported that the City Council approved the agenda with no changes prior to Closed Session.
During Closed Session, direction was given to staff but no reportable action was taken.

Captain Cochran requested a moment of silence in honor of an El Dorado County officer who was killed in
the line of duty.

Mayor Stafford read a proclamation in honor of Veterans Day.

5 BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR:
Darrell Foster thanked the City Council for the improvements made through the Riverside Park
Rehabilitation project specifically the lighting upgrades.

Councilmember Wilson requested that Iltem 6B be tabled.

6 CONSENT CALENDAR:
A Consider Resolution No. 19-5734 authorizing execution of Agreement with Shaw
Engineering Construction Management Agreement for Cady Springs Project
B Consider Resolution No. 19-5730 authorizing execution of Agreement with Lassen

Community College for the use of Memorial Ball Park
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Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Item 6A; motion
carried unanimously. Ayes: Wilson, Schuster, Franco, Moore and Stafford.

7 PUBLIC HEARINGS:

7A Consider Resolution No. 19-5724 accepting Fiscal Year 2018-2019 Annual Report of
Development/Mitigation Fees Ms. Savage reported that local agencies have the authority to charge and
collect development impact fees for new development within their jurisdiction and an annual report must
be presented to identify the purpose of the fee and the use to which the fee is to be put. In some cases,
the City has also adopted additional provisions outlining the use of specific funds. Municipal Code Title 3,
Chapter 32, outlines the use of Public Facilities impact fees for Police, Fire, Street and Traffic Facility and
Maintenance. Municipal Code Title 16, Chapter 32, outlines the use of Parkland Dedication Fees. Most
Impact fees apply equally to all new development within the City limits. However, in some instances, fees
have been assessed to a specific development for public facilities that will benefit a specific geographic
area. On June 1, 1992, the City Council approved Phase One of the Skyline Terrace Tentative Subdivision
Map and later established five mitigation fees for that project area. All of the mitigation funds are deposited
into separate accounts and interest income is allocated accordingly. These funds are considered “restricted”
funds and expenditures are made only for the purpose for which the fee was originally collected.

At 7:18 p.m. Mayor Stafford opened the public hearing and requested comments. There being no
comments, Mayor Stafford closed the public hearing at 7:19 p.m.

Motion by Councilmember Moore, second by Mayor pro tem Franco, to approve Resolution No. 19-5724;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Moore, Franco, Schuster, Wilson and Stafford.

8 COUNCIL DISCUSSION/ANNOUNCEMENTS: Commission/Committee reports: No business.

9 NEW BUSINESS:

9A Consider approval of vendor warrants numbered 205075 through 205372 for a total of
$2,282,850.65 including $811,645.32 in payroll warrants Ms. Savage presented the vendor warrant
report for approval. Councilmember Schuster stated her recusal from voting due to a conflict with her
father's business.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Wilson, to approve the vendor warrant report;
motion carried. Ayes: Franco, Wilson, Moore and Stafford. Abstain: Schuster.

9B Consider Resolution No. 19-5731 approving and authorizing the City Administrator to enter
into a Local Agency Subscription Agreement for the CAL-Card program Ms, Savage explained that the
City currently uses Bank of America Corporate Cards for our departments to use as credit cards. These cards
are used by staff to order items on-line or at a local establishment and pay for costs incurred while on travel
for the city, and has been challenging for employees to use these cards while traveling as each card is in
the name of the City of Susanville and the department where they work. Most establishments will not accept
the city card even if the employee has an ID card from the City. The CAL-Card program allows agencies to
manage the program online by printing statements, making payments, issue cards, setting spending limits,
etc. Each department head will be responsible for holding and issuing cards to their respective employees
as each employee will have a card in their name. Employees will be expected to sign a credit card use policy
before the card is issued to them. This program will also give the City access to an incentive program for
volume sales, prompt payment and large ticket volume. There are no annual fees associated with the credit
card program.

Mayor Stafford commented that it sounds like an improvement to managing and tracking expenditures.
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Motion by Councilmember Schuster, second by Mayor pro tem Franco, to approve Resolution No. 19-5731;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Schuster, Franco, Moore, Wilson and Stafford.

9C Consider Resolution No. 19-5732 accepting Lassen Municipal Utilities District Rebate for
Riverside Park project Ms. Savage reported that the City has applied for and was awarded a $15,000 grant
through LMUD's Public Benefits Community Program for lighting at the Riverside Park. The Park
Rehabilitation project was funded through CDBG funding and has brought many improvements to the park
and neighborhood, however as with many projects of this type, there have been unforeseen additional
expenses that were not included in the original scope. The additional funding available through LMUD's
program will be put towards the upgrade to stadium lighting and replacement of the distribution box.
Council approval is required for acceptance of the funding.

There were no questions or comments.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5732;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Schuster, Moore, Wilson and Stafford.

9D Consider Resolution No. 19-5733 approving and authorizing the City Administrator to
execute contract with Impact Construction to replace the approach pad for Hangar #9 Mr. Wilson
reported that the City is in negotiations for a commercial operator agreement for Hangar #9 at the
Susanville Municipal Airport, and the concrete approach to this hangar has deteriorated with age and must
be replaced before the Agreement can be finalized. The lowest quote received for the job was from Impact
Construction for $7,120. The City current has $5,000 set aside in the Airport CIP fund, and Council
authorization is required for the additional $2,120 from the Airport Operations Fund.

Councilmember Wilson asked if the $5,000 was from the money set aside for grant matches.

Ms. Savage responded that in the prior year, the Council authorized an additional $5,000 from risk services
dividends to be set aside for emergency repairs at the airport. Some of the funding was used for an
emergency plumbing repair.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Moore, to approve Resolution No. 19-5733;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Moore, Schuster, Wilson and Stafford.

9E Consider Resolution No. 19-5735 accepting Small Cities Organized Risk Effort (SCORE) loss
control grant funding for City Hall Flooring project Ms. Savage reported that the flooring in the lobby
areas at City Hall have become damaged, including breaking tiles and softening of the underlayment in the
floor. The City's participation in the Small Cities Organized Risk Effort (SCORE) provides an opportunity to
receive loss control grant funding to be used to prevent claims and losses. The damage to the public entry
ways poses a trip hazard, and staff has proposed utilizing a portion of the funding to replace the flooring.
The balance of funding for the program has been dedicated to the installation of security cameras at City
Hall.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5735;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Schuster, Moore, Wilson and Stafford.

9F Consider Resolution No. 19-5736 authorizing increase to Police Mitigation Fund and Police
Facility and Equipment Reserve Fund for purchase of equipment for new police vehicles Captain
Cochran reported that the police department was recently authorized to purchase three police vehicles, and
since that approval was given by Council, there has been an increase in the cost required to outfit the
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vehicles with the equipment needed to get them into service. City Council approval is needed to authorize
the budget increase in the Mitigation and Facility/Equipment Reserve Fund.

Motion by Councilmember Wilson, second by Mayor pro tem Franco, to approve Resolution No. 19-5736;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes; Wilson, Franco, Moore, Schuster and Stafford.

9G Consider Resolution No. 19-5737 authorizing execution of agreement with Kirack
Construction, Inc. for City Hall Re-Roof Project 19.02 Mr. Newton reported that the roof at 66 N. Lassen
is damaged and leaking, and previous attempts to repair it have been unsuccessful. The damage to the
interior of the building will also continue to worse unless the repairs are completed. Staff circulated a formal
bid and receive one response from Kirack Construction in the amount of $85,229.03. If approved, the City
Administrator will be authorized to prepare and execute an agreement with Kirack Construction, Inc. and
the Finance Manager will amend the budget as necessary to complete the project.

Mayor pro tem Franco commented that it will be nice to have the roof fixed and the interior repaired.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Schuster, to approve Resolution No. 19-5737;
motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Schuster, Moore, Wilson and Stafford.

12 CONTINUING BUSINESS:

12A  Consider Ordinance No. 19-1017 regulating Medical and Adult Use Cannabis Activities:
Waive the second reading and adopt Mr. Wilson reported that at the October 16, 2019 meeting, the City
Council conducted a public hearing to consider the proposed ordinance regulating cannabis in Susanville.
A public hearing was also held before the Susanville Planning Commission, and approval of the ordinance
was recommended. The Council voted to waive the first reading and introduce Ordinance No. 19-1017
regulating medical and adult use cannabis activities within the City of Susanville. The ordinance prohibits
cannabis activities within the city limits, to the extent to which the City is allowed to prohibit the activity by
State law.

There were no questions or comments.

Motion by Mayor pro tem Franco, second by Councilmember Wilson, to waive the second reading and
adopt Ordinance No. 19-1017; motion carried unanimously. Ayes: Franco, Wilson, Moore, Schuster and
Stafford.

12B Consider approval of State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) Project Report to
be provided to the Lassen County Transportation Commission Mr. Newton explained that the Lassen
County Transportation Commission (LCTC) is developing their Regional Transportation Improvement
Program and has asked the City and County to submit project requests for consideration at the LCTC's
November meeting. City staff has submitted its list of projects; however, there is not adequate funding to
program all City and County requests. City staff has been gathering additional information and will continue
working with LCTC staff to develop a strategy to optimize the programming capacity of the STIP. Mr.
Newton reviewed a spread sheet showing the City and County programmed projects and requests for
additional programming from the 2020 STIP cycle. There are currently three projects programmed in the
STIP for the City of Susanville. There are several factors that affect the funding for these projects including
timelines for completion. The City has obligated itself to complete the programmed projects and is subject
to having to repay expended funds if they are not completed on time. Mr. Newton added that it sounds as
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if the CTC will not finalize the list until December, so the City has an opportunity to discuss and provide
more information.

There was a general discussion regarding timelines, milestones, and possibility for funding decisions to be
overturned. There was no action taken on this item.

13 CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS:

13A  Economic Development Update Ms. Whitlock reported that that the Economic Development
team was created to find ways for improving the economic well-being of Susanville by attracting new
businesses, retaining current businesses, creating and retaining jobs, and building the local tax base while
increasing the quality of life for our community. Staff has been identifying multiple areas for review and has
been actively working on the following areas: Creating an Implementation Plan to include elements such as
promoting public trust, attracting new businesses, attracting people to visit, attracting people to move here
and building jobs; Working with Buxton provided data/leakage reports and retail matches for potential new
businesses; Site inventory identifying all vacant lots/buildings, owner information and amenities; Flyers &
Surveys providing an explanation of the City’s financial information to our community while receiving input
on what we should be focused on as well as asking for volunteers; Website complete redesign for easier
viewing and includes economic development information for potential businesses; Contact with Alliance for
Workforce Development to discuss job training/skill building opportunities; Contact with Lassen Union High
School about career and technical job training classes. Staff will continue focusing on multiple areas of
economic development and will provide updates to the Council on a quarterly basis.

Mr. McCourt explained the shopping leakage trends and information that was being compiled for the area,
stating that the top four things purchased by Susanville residents was alcohol, tobacco, junk food and
medications. The reports and information would be made available to businesses and made public on the
City's upgraded website.

Mayor Stafford thanked Ms. Whitlock, Mr. McCourt and Mr. Hanner for working on the City's economic
development team.

14 COUNCIL ITEMS:

14A  AB1234 travel reports:

2019 Annual League of California Cities Conference Update

Mr. Wilson provided an update regarding the annual League Conference, noting that the focus was on
homelessness, budgets, and housing. He added that the conference is not necessarily geared towards rural
cities.

Councilmember Moore discussed his activities at the conference and the Rural Cities Exchange which
provides an opportunity for improved representation of rural cities at the State level. In addition, he
informed the City Council that in an effort to help with the budget shortfall and projected crisis, he has
volunteered to give up the medical benefit that is provided to the City Council.

Councilmember Schuster added that she also does not take advantage of the health insurance benefit.
Mayor Stafford stated that he would like to give back the discretionary fund that is allotted to each

Councilmember. When the City is looking at cutting positions, every dollar matters. It was the consensus of
the Council to give back the remaining discretionary funding to the General Fund.

All proposed projects must comply with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA)
and be included in the City’s ACIP submission in order to compete for the AIP funding.

The City is required to identify all proposed projects where grant funding for Fiscal Year
2020-2025 is being requested. Projects to be included in the current ACIP are Taxiway
Rehabilitation Construction, Perimeter Fence Planning Construction and Design, Apron
Reconstruction, and Runway Sealcoat Design and Construction.

The breakdown of costs for the projects mentioned above are included in the attached
ACIP document for the years 2020 through 2025.

In order to proceed with the Perimeter Fence Design, an FAA Certified Wildlife Biologist
must complete a Wildlife Hazard Site Visit (WHSV) and prepare the NEPA
documentation. Initial estimated costs of this process are $16,500 which included the
certified biologists travel and lodging costs.

An expenditure from the airport restricted fund, not to exceed $20,000, is being
requested in order to perform the environmental review / WHSV which can be
reimbursed at 90% upon grant approval. This will allow the future completion of design
and construction costs of the perimeter fence.
